Our program:
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Our speaker was Janine Peterson, VP of the United Way of North Rock County.  She told us the United Way commenced in this area in the early 1950’s.  The organization has steadily grown in numbers of people served. 

The organization is governed by a 20 member Board of Directors, and John Pearse was Chairman.  The President is Gail Graham, and 9 people are paid staff members. 

Janine Peterson told us volunteers put in over 11,000 hours of service for the United Way in 2007.  They spent 79.5% of the 2007 Income ($1,369,000) for what is called Community Investments and 20.5% ($352,000) for Administration.  

The organization also manages First Call , a free information and referral program, and Volunteer Network, a program to link volunteers who desire helping local organizations.
